Enclosed for your review and comments is a Phase I survey report entitled, Phase I Cultural
Resources Investigations for the Proposed Northeast Supply Link Project, Stanton Loop.,
Hunterdon County, New Jersey. The report records the results of a cultural resources survey of
one natural gas pipeline loop: the Stanton Loop (6.8 miles). As a result of the survey no
historic structures were identified within the new land requirements of the project. Three
archaeological sites (28Hu561, 562 and 563) and nine isolated finds as well as artifacts and
features of the Boss Grist Mill (28Hu492) were located. Additional archaeological
investigations are recommended for sites 28Hu561 and 28Hu492. .

Your concurrence with URS’s conclusion that sites 28Hu562 and 563 and the nine isolated finds
are not eligible for the National Register and that sites 28Hu561 and 28Hu492 should be avoided

or will require additional work is respectfully requested.
